 Format.. ......................Round Robin classes, 6 to 10 teams per class with a possibility of an evening class depending on the  

number of entries. Scoring will be 40 points per game no handicapping.  
 Entry Fees .................. Two adult entries-- $60.00 ($30.00 each), Juniors- $5.00 each  
 Administration ............No refunds except in extreme emergencies. No phone call entries. 2010 NHPA card is required by  

all participants. This is a NHP A sanctioned title tournament.  
 Entry deadline ............ January 18, 2010  
 Eligibility ................... All participants will enter with the average from their 3 highest sanctioned events during the period of  

January 16, 2009 thru January 17, 2010. All teams must enter with 105% combined average or less. Participant must 
have pitched in three sanctioned tournaments (or two tournaments and 400 shoes in a league) This eligibility is 
specified in CHP A Bv-Laws ARTICLE XV Sections 5 & 6 on page 6-  

 Pitching Format ..........This will be a Walking Doubles Tournament You and your partner will be able to use your own  
horseshoes throughout the tournament. 1. A pitchers will start the game from the East side  
courts (on your right as you come in the front door). 2. B pitchers will call the score of inning #1 and then pitch their 
own shoes 3. A pitchers will call score of inning #2 and then all pitchers will walk and pick up their own shoes. 4. B 
pitchers will then pitch first (inning #3) and the process will be repeated. 5. Note:  
After walking, pitchers on the East end will always pitch first.  

CHP A Dress Code ..... CHPA dress code will be enforced. Participants must wear a shirt with their name neatly lettered on back.   
Any entrant who does not adhere to this code will be disqualified per CHPA Bv-Laws ARTICLE XV Section 13 
on page 7.  

Smoking & Drinking ... No smoking, chewing tobacco or alcoholic beverages will be allowed in the pitching area. Due to state  
laws, please smoke outside the building.  

 Scorekeepers ............... Scorekeepers are needed and will earn $1.00 per game scored.  
 Awards ......................Trophy and cash for 1st; cash for 2nd and 3rd place depending on size of class.  
 Pitching Time ............ Pitcher "A" of each team will be notified of date, time and class in which they will pitch. Please arrive 30  

minutes prior to your scheduled pitching time.
